Read Philippians 4:13

Getting started can be the hardest part of a big job. 
One thing you can do is to invite God in to help. At 
the very beginning, you can say, “God, I’m not sure 
how this is going to go. It’s a big job. Will You help 
me? Will You show me what to tackle first? Will you 
remind me that You’re with me along the way?”

If you ask, God will help you and give you the 
strength to keep going. We can do all things 
through the power of Jesus Christ. That means big 
jobs. Little jobs. Jobs that seem WAY too big for 
you or jobs so small that no one would even notice 
anyway. Initiative isn’t just seeing what needs to 
be done; it’s following through and getting it done.
